The Collection of Paper abstracts will have been published by the beginning of the Conference. The paper abstracts can by submitted electronically (on a diskette or by e-mail) and in hard copies, sized 1-2 pages, produced by Win-Word processor. The paper format is to be A4 with the margin sizes: left – 22.5 points, right – 22.5 points, upper – 20 points, lower – 30 points, the Times New Roman font, 12 points, single – spaced (12 points)

The order of material presentation in the abstracts is to be as follows: the title of the paper (bold script, 12 points, typed in capital and small letters, centre spaced); over 1 line, centre – spaced – names of the authors, company / institution; over 1 line the text of the abstracts (the edges not to be indented ).

The edited (without corrections) hard copy of the text is to be signed by the authors. The text should not contain the bibliographiy, figures and if possible, formulas. The text of the abstracts should cover the whole page. 

The Application for Participation and the paper abstracts formatted in accordance with the above mentioned requirements must be submitted to the Organizational Committee no later than on April 1, 2008.

The Conference Proceedings will be issued after the end of the Conference. The articles, formatted in accordance with the requirements of Highest Accreditation Commission of Ukraine and the University are to be submitted to the secretaries of the sections prior to the end of the Conference (2 hard copies, an electronic version on a diskette and an expert resolution).
